They 
offer modern technology in an 
historic atmosphere as well as a 
magnificent view of the palace 
garden, the castle pond and the 
woods.

�� 38 individually decorated 
guest rooms (single bed or 
double bed) are located in 
different historic buildings: 
in the castle, in an old school 
and the old steward’s house.

We offer telephone in the guest
rooms, wireless LAN in most 
rooms and modern presenta-
tion technology in conference 
rooms. All meals are served in 
the “Schlossrestaurant”, across 
the road.
