STATUTE 
of the First International Festival of professional-creative 
skills among women members of the IPA 

1. General Provisions

1.1 The Festival is attended by female members of the International Police Association (IPA). Each national section is represented by two members: 
a female member of the IPA below 35 years old; a female member of the IPA over 35 years. The host country has the right to send an unlimited number of participants.

2. The main goals and objectives of the Festival 
2.1. The main goals of the Festival:

- popularization of the Association - the largest in the world of non-governmental organization of police officers;

- strengthening of international cooperation of the Association members; 
- involvement of the Association of women with professional and creative abilities;
- formation of a positive image of police officer - defender of the rule of law, improving on that basis, the prestige of the police service;

- expansion of contacts between members of IPA and police officers abroad.

2.2. The objectives of the Festival:

- promotion of moral values and a healthy lifestyle among the members of IPA;
- promotion of the harmonious development of professional and creative abilities of the person, creating new traditions among the members of the Association; 

- cultural and aesthetic development of the members of the IPA;
- improvement of the social role of women in the collective;

- discovery and development of the creative potential of the participants of the Festival.

3. Management of the Festival
3.1 General administration of the Festival provides Organizing Committee of the Festival.
4. Participants of the Festival

4.1 Participants of the Festival:
- the Festival participants; 
- members of the Jury and the Organizing Committee of the Festival;

- the Festival guests (according to personal invitation from the organizers).
4.2 Each national section sends a video presentation about themselves, the country, the national section of the presentation of the story - the province where they live and the activities of the national sections (up to 3 min.) and a dessert decorated with scenes related to the symbols of IPA and Police (baked at home)  up to April 1, 2016. The application form (Attachment №2). Disks and application form should be sent to the Organizing Committee in advance.


4.3 If the national competition section has not been completed, or information about the results and the participant have not been submitted to the Organizing Committee within the prescribed period, the organizing committee may make a decision considering individual applications to the Organizing Committee.

4.4 National section work of the preparation and holding of Festivals, the formation of delegations to Festivals, is coordinated by the organizing committee, created by the government of the national section.

4.5 The Festival Jury is formed by the Organizing Committee.

5. The procedure for Festival’s Final
5.1 Shooting
5.2 Car driving
5.3 Video presentations (up to three minutes, subtitles: Russian and English, on video frames and in writing to the members of the Jury)

5.4 Theoretical competition on knowledge of the history of IPA and of the global movement among women police
5.5 Presentation of the dessert, decorated with scenes related to the symbols of IPA and Police 

5.6 Creative performance: song, dance, musical instruments. Contestants may use a soundtrack with accompaniment.

Voice should be live, but not in the record. For the dance competition contestants must have their own soundtrack with dance music.

6. Awarding of the winners of the Festival
6.1 At the end of the Festival jury awarded the winner the Grand Prix.

6.2 The Grand Prix owner is awarded the main prize, a diploma holder of the Grand Prix.

6.3 The winners of the Festival are awarded diplomas of winners of the Festival.

6.4 Participants of the Festival are awarded with diplomas of the Festival.

6.5 By agreement with the Organizing Committee and the Jury other special prizes to participants of the Festival may be established. 
7. Final Provisions
7.1 Changes and additions to these Regulations may be made by the Organizing Committee not later than one month prior to the Festival.
