Social program - guided tours in Lucerne

20`000 im Berg
Exper ience the once 
largest civil protection 
plant in the world in the 
middle of the ci ty of 
Lucerne! On a two-hour 
guided tour you will get an 
insight into the former 
giant bunker and learn a 

lot of interesting facts about this spectacular witness of the Cold War and nuclear fear, as 
well as its current use. In an emergency, the giant bunker in the Sonnenberg would have 
offered protection to around 20,000 people. Over the current tunnel entrances of the A2 
motorway, the mass of people would have been channeled into the two tubes. A good 
two weeks in advance, the civil defense would have set up the beach beds and toilets 
and lounges. 465 tons of fittings were intended for this purpose.

Time travel to the Middle Ages
Experience Lucerne, when bells set the course of the day and 
craftsmen did their work in the streets. Towers, walls and bridges 
were built, while mercenaries and merchants shaped the 
cityscape. In the historical garb we take you on a journey through 
time to the Middle Ages and let the past smell, see, hear and feel.

They tell you their 
very personal story. On the tours of "Off the beaten track Lucerne - the other city tour" 
you get an insight into social facilities such as the street kitchen, the emergency 
dormitory or the Arbeitslosentreff. With our tours, we promote encounters on equal 
terms and reduce prejudices. We enable people who are a bit out of the way in our 
society, a new perspective.
